The Ministry of Justice of Ukraine, the
State Agency for E-Governance of Ukraine,
Transparency International Ukraine and
OpenOwnership which is led by steering
group consisting of leading international
NGOs, particularly Transparency
International, OpenCorporates, World Wide
Web Foundation, Global Witness, the B
Team, ONE Campaign, Open Contracting
Partnership (hereinafter together referred to as
the “Parties™)

implementing the provisions of the
outcome documents of Anti-Corruption
Summit taking place on 12 May 2016 in
London, Ukraine's obligations set forth in
Order of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine
No. 351-p dated 11 May 2017 and in Action
Plan for the initiative “Partnership “Open
Government” implementation in course of
2016 — 2018, approved by Order of the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine No. 909-p

dated 30 November 2016
being desirous of uniting state and
public institutions’ efforts around the

provision of corporate transparency and
disclosure of data on the beneficial owners
(controllers) of legal entities

emphasising the importance of
ensuring full and efficient access of civil
society and business to accurate and relevant
data on beneficial  ownership as well as
creating for this purpose the equal conditions
for domestic and foreign companies

being conscious of the value in joining
up global beneficial ownership information in
a single platform (the OpenOwnership
Register), in order to combat corruption,
money laundering, fraud, tax evasion and
crimes via the use of “fictitious companies”

standards for responsible partnership and
good governance

have come to the following
understanding

Article 1

The aim of this Memorandum is the
establishment and development of
cooperation between the Parties towards
integration of the Unified State Register of
Legal Entities, Individual Entrepreneurs and
Public Organizations of Ukraine on the
beneficial owners (controllers) of legal
entities with the Global Beneficial Ownership
Register (hereinafter referred to as the
“Global Register™).

In order to achieve the aim of this
Memorandum the Parties have agreed on joint
actions towards the efficient disclosure of
data on the beneficial owners of legal entities,
both in Ukraine and abroad.

Article 2

Due to the execution of this
Memorandum the Parties recognize that

Unified State Register of Legal Entities,
Individual ~ Entrepreneurs  and  Public
Organizations of Ukraine data on beneficial
owners (controllers) of legal entities is
available as open data and to be transferred
free of charge to the Global Registry.

The Parties also agree that the data on
beneficial owners (controllers) of legal
entities in the Global Registry is accessible to
the public, without fees, as structured data in
an open, machine readable format that is
downloadable.

Article 3
The implementation of objectives laid
out in this Memorandum, provides for that the

Parties will develop a common technical
solution for the electronic transmission of
data on beneficial owners of companies in the
form of structured data for their subsequent
integration to the Global Registry.

Article 4

When  developing the technical
solution the Parties take into consideration to
the extent possible the need of using
OpenOwnership standard platform that will
ensure the relevance of the Global Registry
data and the feasibility of its use by all
countries joined the Global Registry.

Article 5
Transparency International Ukraine
assumes the responsibility to provide

technical support to the integration process
and to take other measures required for the
implementation of this Memorandum.

Article 6
The Parties agree to conduct regular
consultations on specific measures required
for the implementation of this Memorandum.

Article 7
The parties conclude that objectives
laid down in this Memorandum will be
implemented by December 31, 2017,
following which the outcomes will be drawn

and the further areas of cooperation will be
defined.
